
GAPP EXCHANGE PROGRAM

STANDARDS OF BEHAVIOR
You are an unofficial "ambassador" for the United States, Wisconsin, and Assumption High School and a witness of your Christian faith. Other Americans and Christians will often be judged by your conduct. The successful continuation of this exchange is contingent upon your appropriate behavior. The following are some general rules meant to benefit us all. 
1.  In keeping with the 4th commandment, students are subject to the authority of the teachers and chaperones at all times during the trip.  Abuse of rules will be handled in the following manner: 
For Minor Offenses:


 a) Confrontation of the student by the leader. 

 b) Remaining with a chaperone for the entire time.


 c) Reduction of privileges or additional chores, e.g. KP duty or bus clean up


 d) "Grounding" from field trips/excursions (no refunds for payments made)

For Major Offenses


 e) A collect call home with the leader present to discuss the behavior.  

 f) sent home at the teacher's discretion (and student's/parents' expense)


 g) disciplinary action upon return to Assumption for violations of school policy

In Landshut:
2. Students are expected to speak German. This includes with one another and your teacher, Frau Timmermann, when at all possible. You are here to practice, improve and learn more German. This is an educational trip, not a vacation.

3. Students are expected to participate fully in the program - be on time and attend classes and daily meetings as scheduled, be attentive and courteous in the classrooms, and try to participate when possible. Students should avoid sitting as an American group in the classrooms and should not carry on conversations with one another during class time. Skipping school or classes will result in disciplinary action.

4. You should be neat at the home of your host family. Pick up after yourself, make your bed, help with dishes and other chores. Participants must respect host property. Damages incurred will be your responsibility. *See notes on family stay
5. Courtesy towards others in the group as well as in the host family is expected. Be positive in your relationship with the Germans. Do not criticize the food or customs, but observe and adjust to the customs. Consider everything a learning experience. You can always eat at McDonald's at home, so try something different!

6. Never venture off on your own. You must always be accompanied by a family member or another GAPP participant. 

7. You are expected to stay with your host family unless you are participating in a GAPP sponsored excursion. Eating out with your American friends instead of eating with your family as well as sleep-overs at others' homes will not be allowed. 
On Field Trips/Day Trips/Excursions:
8. You are expected to participate in all group activities unless excused by the teacher. BE ON TIME for all departures and events. Your teacher has many other responsibilities, and may be unavoidably detained working on your behalf; don't panic!

9. Be a good observer and listener during our guided tours. Take notes, ask questions, keep a log of your photos.

10. Students are to respect the driver's rules on the motor coach. Keeping the bus clean is a MUST!

11. Students are responsible for their own belongings. Make sure YOUR money/passport, backpack, suitcase, etc are secure at all times. Do not bring any jewelry, personal items, etc. that you could not imagine losing or that are irreplaceable.
12. Students are expected to follow the youth hostel rules and regulations. These include curfew (determined by either the youth hostel or your teacher), respect for others, adherence to breakfast and dinner hours and possible "KP" duties. Check all rooms thoroughly for articles before leaving. Please follow all the rules for checking out as indicated by the hostel, e.g. removal of bed linens and towels, making the bed, cleaning and possibly sweeping the room.

13. Everyone must stay in his/her own assigned room until breakfast. There will be room checks. Do not switch rooms. Don't give out any information regarding our hotel or room numbers. Do not permit anyone, who is not a member of our group in your room. No loud talking, screaming, shouting, whistling, etc. is allowed in rooms, elevators, dining rooms or anywhere. 

14. Students are not permitted at any time to go off alone. You must be accompanied by at least one other person, but preferably in groups of 3-4, when given free time to explore the cities we are visiting. Students must inform the chaperone or teacher of their intended destination(s) and time of return.
15. The following are strictly prohibited on this trip:

· Consuming any alcohol, including beer, wine, hard liquors and champagne

· Using illegal drugs

· Tattooing and body piercing of any kind

· Driving motorized vehicles

· Engaging in sexual activity

· Using or possessing any tobacco product

· Whining

According to Assumption High School and the WIAA rules, students are not allowed to drink alcoholic beverages, including beer, wine hard liquors, and champagne while in Europe. During the calendar year, regardless of the quantity, a student shall not: (1) use or possess a beverage containing alcohol; (2) use or possess tobacco; or, (3) use or consume, have in possession, buy, sell, or give away any other controlled substance. Foreign drug laws are harsh and the USA has no jurisdiction in such matters. I expect there will be no use of alcohol during this trip. 

16. In keeping with the 3rd commandment, students are to make every attempt possible to maintain their Sunday mass obligations or their worship practices. Since most Germans do not attend church on a regular basis, students will need to approach their host families about accompanying them. In cases where the German host family has a conflict with this request, students should make arrangements to attend mass/worship services with other GAPP students.  
17. Don't worry about your lack of fluency in German. The Germans have had much more exposure to foreign language learning. However, you should try to do something about improving your German abilities! Try to speak German whenever possible!
