Tentative Trip Dates
Frau Timmermann  reminded the group of the tentative trip dates of June 16th – July 12th 2013. Final dates are determined by flight availability and pricing. She will begin working with the travel agent in August.

International Travel Policy
Frau Timmermann distributed the A.C.S. international travel policy and went over the items on the first page. NOTE: The second page was inadvertently omitted when copied. The complete policy is attached for review. Frau Timmermann apologizes for this omission.
GAPP Participation Policy

Frau Timmermann reviewed the criteria for traveling to Landshut. Recommendation forms are due by Friday, May 25th. Attendees were asked to sign and date the application form in this area. 
Frau Timmermann emphasized that different for the 2013 group is that GAPP is a .5 credit class for which a grade is assessed. GAPP will appear as a course and will count towards overall G.P.A. Preparation for the trip will happen in a period 10 class. Students will register for this. Meetings will take place from 2:45 – 3:30. Attendance will be part of the GAPP grade. The trip will appear as a summer course. Frau Timmermann distributed samples of the assignments, the final project requirements and the grading rubrics. Some assignments, e.g. the photo album and the cultural presentations need to be completed prior to departure. Other assignments happen in Landshut and the final project and paper are due at the start of the 2013-2014 school year. 

Passport Pictures & Processing
At the student meeting on April 30th, approximately 18 students indicated that they would need passports. The Post Office will come here to process passports if we have 10 or more needing them. Frau Timmermann will also arrange with Pat Raulin to have the passport pictures taken here in the room. Dates will be announced in fall. Frau Timmermann informed families that if the child is over 16 years old, only one parent with valid I.D. needs to be present. For travelers under the age of 16 BOTH parents must be present with valid forms of I.D. Certified birth certificates are also required for the person applying for the passport. Families are encouraged to check out the passport information as to costs and required documentation at http://travel.state.gov/passport/passport_1738.html
Payments:
The first payment of $500 is due on June 1st and secures the student’s spot on the trip. Additional payments are due on September 1st ($500) January 15th ($500) and March 15th (TBD). Different from other years is that payments will be made directly to the Finance Office and not to Frau Timmermann. Families needing to make other payment arrangements should inform Frau Timmermann so that an individual schedule can be set up. Those who need more time to decide can make a double payment on September 1st. After September 1st all refunds for cancellations will be in accordance with the selected travel insurance policy. The 2011 trip cost approximately $2400. However, with the fundraising efforts families paid $1800 per person.
Fundraising
Frau Timmermann thanked the attendees for their participation in the GAPP fundraising efforts. She reminded the group that all proceeds from fundraising efforts are divided equally among the participants. Unfortunately, the pie sales only had 7 students participate and the Port Edwards garage sale did not have enough volunteers to conduct this fundraiser. 
Mr. Wanta shared with the group that there will be a Milwaukee Brewers baseball game fundraiser on Wednesday, August 1st. Cost for the trip is $75 per person. Included with this price is the transportation, ticket, food, and beverages on the bus. Since alcohol is being served, this is an adults only trip. Area bars have agreed to buy tickets as well to sell to their patrons. Mr. Wanta will send out more information to the GAPP families.
Mr. Buntrock was not in attendance to update the group on the Rafters fundraiser. Frau Timmermann will ask that he e-mail his information directly to the group.
Mrs. Faivre also had information about a Schwan’s truck sale fundraiser. She will present more details at the fall meeting.

Oktoberfest will be held on Friday, September 21st. Mrs. Esther Becker volunteered to coordinate the purchases for the event. No other volunteers stepped forward at this time to help coordinate this fundraiser.

Advent Calendar prices will be solicited by Frau Timmermann over the summer. Quantities will need to be determined at the fall meeting.
