HOME STAY
The key words here are courtesy, flexibility, and adaptability.  Each student will be in his/her own foreign language environment and again must keep in mind his/her responsibility as an ambassador and representative.

1. Be respectful and courteous.

3.  Try to speak German.  Always speak clearly and slowly.

3. Greet everyone, introduce yourself, and shake hands upon meeting and     leaving.

4. Try to fit in with the family’s schedule.  Retire when they do and eat breakfast with them.  Be congenial and adaptable in going along with ideas and travel.  

5. Spend only necessary time in the bathroom and avoid overuse of water.  Take short showers! Germans are very environmentally aware and do not waste water.

6. Share with your host family.  Ask them questions and let them into your life.  They also hope to see a bit of America through you.  Bring a small photo album with pictures of your family to share.

7. Please keep in contact with the chaperones and let any needs or wants be known to them.  If there is a problem we need to know sooner than later.  Frau Timmermann will see you on each school day so don’t be shy!

8. Remember you are still like a guest and you should not take advantage of your host/hostess’s generosity, or evade your host family in order to be with your American friends.  During the school week you should be at home with your family in the evenings!  Make sure you respect the family’s curfew on the weekend!
